Prior to the first 1980 broadcast of KIDE at the current location our Spiritual Leader at the time, poor Rudolph Soctish said a prayer for the station and the people.  He then threw the remote switch to the transmitter to our first day of broadcasting.  His photo from another Tribal publication is framed and is mounted in our On-Air Room.  A reminder of our beginning.  

Over the 36 years of our operation other members of our religious leadership family have blessed KIDE to keep operating in a good way.  I feel the blessings have watched over us all these years.  There have been some negative moments, but our spirits never faltered.  We have advanced our use of media technology.  Using the internet anyone can listen to us live or select podcasted segments.  Live broadcast can be heard on smartphones.  Social media messages are posted.  The community can post events on our interactive Community Calendar. 

Our most recent use of media technology is the Emergency Broadcast Unit that will when fully equipped allow us to keep broadcasting from a safer remote site should the river rise enough to cover our floor causing us to vacate the shopping center.  The KIDE logo is the decorated deer horn, k’ide, a deer’s antler decorated or used as a tool.   This radio station is a tool for our community, our tribe or personal spirits.
